FREE HEALTH CHECKS FOR YOUR GUINEA PIGS

Last years free health check revealed many animals who were contaminated with parasites but who,
at that stage, were not showing any symptoms indicating a parasitic problem. As a result of the health
checks, those affected animals could be treated before any symptoms and related ill health
developed.

However, many of the glass slides we sent out last year for the health checks got broken in the post.
To prevent this happening again we have made it easier for you to send in the samples for evaluation:

1. Take a 2 inch strip of sellotape. Slide the sticky side of the tape along the underside
of the hair on the lower back/rump and behind the rear legs.

2. Then take a clean strip of sellotape of equal length, and carefully press the sticky
side of this on top of the sticky side of the tape holding the hair sample. When done
correctly this will secure the hair sample within a “sellotape sandwich”.

Please take a sample each from two of your guinea pigs (one sample for each guinea pig) and post
these samples, along with your 2012 membership form, back to us. After microscopic evaluation of
the samples, we will text or phone you to inform you of the results along with details of your new CCT
membership number.
