6th August 2010 - Pet Shop Staff Course

We are currently developing a new course which is designed to support pet shop staff/owners ultimately with a view to ensuring that they can more quickly identify any underlying health problems associated with rodents whilst in their care and therefore offer treatment at an early stage. More will be published on our website over the next few months.

6th August 2010 - New Care Sheets 

We have now completed additional care sheets covering specific topics such as: Mobility problems, Eye problems, Chronis Rhinitis, sores around the mouth, Dairrhoea, breeding & pregnancy related toxaemia and bladder problems. This means that we now have 18 care sheets that can be purchased either individually or collectively - further details will appear on our products page in August. 

6th August 2010 - CCT Diagnostic Service

Commencing in October 2010, CCT will be offering its Members the opportunity to make use of a postal Diagnostic service. Members will be able to send pet hair samples to the CCT for analysis. This new service will give pet owners the opportunity to identify at an early stage any underlying parasitic conditions that otherwise may go undetected for some time. More news will follow.

21st March 2010 - ALERT - Parasites in dry food mix

Recently, Vedra has had a number of patients taken to her at the CCT hospital with parasitic conditions. Ruling out contamination from bedding and hay for eating (all have had readi-grass for bedding and Western Timothy Hay for eating) Vedra found the answer in the food mix! All of these patients dry mix food has been found to have parasites. The answer is almost certainly the storage of the food.
Owners are therefore recommended to empty the contents of any food container before re-filling. The container should be cleaned and left to dry thoroughly before re-filling. Finally, it is worth placing a thin towel over the top of the container before replacin

The Chinchilla course is almost complete and will soon be heading to the printers.
